A motion was made by Wheatley, seconded by Woodle to except the May minutes as amended.  Vote was 4-0.

Financial Report
Funds remain at $2385. No further news on when they will be released. Motion to set aside $1,000 for cyano and algal testing was moved by Woodle, seconded by Wheatley and voted on unanimously 4-0. 

Motion by Luening, seconded by Wheatley to set aside $100 for three navigation buoys on Baddacook Pond. Voted unanimously 4-0.

Duck Pond
Aeration bubbling along, evaluation still not updated.  Weed cover in 2020 seems less than previous year. Still no donors for nanobubble project.

Lost Lake/Knops Pond
CPC presentation at Town Meeting. It is the major Town water resource therefore a town wide problem. It could impact our tax base, adversely effect the environment, increased nutrient loading. Long term management plan ongoing.

Action item-Brief Selectboard and ask for their support. Luening will contact Town Manager to see when we can present.

Baddacook Pond
Harvester still be repaired following unreported damage. $3,000 worth of new struts had to be replaced. Relaunching this weekend with harvesting on or about August 3rd.
