Meeting Minutes



May 20, 2021

Present: Woodle, Prest, Luening, Wheatley, Kaleta, Hurley
Guest: Steve Beard

Meeting to Order: 7:07 pm

Minutes: The minutes of February 25th; Prest motioned acceptance, Wheatley seconded, Roll Call vote unanimous 5-0 (Hurley arrived late). Minutes of April 1st; Prest motioned acceptance and Kaleta seconded; Roll call vote unanimous 5-0; Hurley arrived too late.
Financial: $2334.64 remains; $50.36 spent on Baddacook buoys.
Primary Signatory Woodle suggested that he be named primary signatory during pandemic to facilitate authorizations of the Committee. Prest made motion and Wheatley seconded; Roll Call vote was 5-0, Hurley arrived too late.
Whitney Pond: Woodle motioned that $1334 of current budget be encumbered to be spent on plant survey and water quality testing of Whitney Pond. Wheatley seconded. Roll call vote was unanimous 5-0, Hurley arrived too late for vote. 

SOLitude has submitted proposal for this study at a cost of $2100. Discussion ensued to vote new fiscal year funds to cover cost of this study. Kaleta made motion to fund, Prest seconded and roll call vote was 5-0, Hurley too late to vote. Further discussion to try and encumber (above) current year surplus and use new budget to make up the difference. Woodle to contact Town Accountant to see if that is legal. Either way, we have cost of study approved.
Duck Pond: Received CPA grant to continue aeration study and pond evaluations (water quality and muck status). Compressor is very noisy causing neighborhood disturbance. Suggested that SOLitude replace compressor since it is part of contract and it is a rental.

Muck and evaluation of water quality done in April, but no results reported as yet.
Lost Lake: Prest concerned with observed continued growth of weeds following first treatment. Beard     echoed this from his own observations near boat launch. Woodle to contact SOLitude to consult.

CPA grant was approved at Town meeting and is set to begin July 1st. Woodle toured watershed with vendor to familiarize them with area of concern. Vendor will draw up contract together with scope of services.
Baddacook Pond: Lueing pleased by use of porta potty provided at boat launch as it is heavily used.
Bid has been sent out for harvesting to a number of vendors including SOLitude. Luening to meet with neighbors to spread workload out.
Adjournment: Prest motioned meeting adjourn at 7:22 pm and Kaleta seconded, Hurley arrives late, but participates in unanimous roll call vote 6-0.
