Meeting Minutes: Jim Asked Alex to run meeting as he was traveling in his car. Alex asked Rick to take minutes . Meeting called to order at 6:00 by Alex
Financial report- No report given
Duck Pond: Bob Anderson spoke about Duck Pond. CPC in 2nd year. One hose damaged to aeration system otherwise in good shape. Water looks good. Repair to compressor complete. Next year CPC expires. If CPC has no interest how do we get funds for electric and maintenance? Bob to look into putting something together. Anderson needs $4,000/yr to pay for electric to run compressor.
Woodle suggested water quality tests prove system is working before asking for GLA funding.
Whitney Pond: Larry will talk with Nick about issues at Whitney- Ecoli in Whitney – Pond Valley Rd going to Conservation Commission for new septic. The Valley Road property is more likely to be source of ecoli contamination than any other source.
Baddacook Pond: Using Harvester there. Small repairs being done to harvester. Then Solitude will run.Jim to check trailer brakes for harvester. Replace belt and llaunch by August 1st.
Lost Lake/Knops Pond:Since the State only awarding a total of $165,00 for 603b funds, Geosyntech suggests going after more substantial 319 federal funds which has a $2 million pot as the report they completed is adequate to qualify.  We would need town involvement to get work done with 319 funds. Need to talk with Mark Haddad and Tom Delaney. Ron and Alex to set up a meeting after a follow up with Geosyntec.
Town is already committed resources for storm drain cleaning which could help count towards matching funds for 319 qualification.
