Minutes

The meeting called to order at 7:05 pm.  
Financial Report: A motion was made by Hurley and seconded by Salon to pay for the difference in cost of buoy laid out by Hersch. The amount was $115.49. The vote was 5-0-1.
Minutes-The minutes from previous meeting were motioned for approval by Hurley and seconded by Salon. The vote was 5-0-1.
Lost Lake/ Knops Pond-Hersch has talked with manufacturer about ways to fix flotation of the buoy. Hersch also briefly mentioned placing buoys near Lost Lake islands where water is shallow and boaters, unfamiliar with lake, can damage their outboard motors.
Waters of Lost Lake are being monitored because of the recent heavy precipitation and the concomitant rise in the water level. The top board has been pulled to lower the level.

Hersch reported that GLA collections this year are down.

A discussion of Sargisson Beach’s closure and cameras being installed. Having stickers for visitors to the beach will not work because of legal issues.

Geosyntec is still awaiting announcement of 319 funds from DEP. Woodle has made contact with new employee in charge of the program. Her name is Padmiai.

Duck Pond-Anderson discussed municipal electric rates, but was unable to secure any savings for compressor costs at the pond. SOLitude was sending a repairman to check on working order of the compressor system.
Water quality testing has been reduced from 3X/Yr to 1X/Yr.

Baddacook Pond-Wrench sessions to whip harvester in good working order, new tires mounted on trailer. Start date for harvesting is August 14th. It will last two weeks. SOLitude won the contract. They haul weeds to compost pile and take care of maintenance. We pay for parts and labor.

Whitney Pond-No news to report.

New Business-Luening would like to step down as Chairman and suggests we recruit new members to GPAC.
