
Groton Historical Commission- Minutes
April 2, 2025
7pm – Groton Town Hall
1. Meeting was called to order by A. Theall at 7:04.  Commissioners M. Danti, R. Nason, T. Horsman, A. Chang, J. Vollmar also in attendance.
2. February minutes were approved as presented by unanimous vote.
3. Updates regarding 4 historic bucket CPC applications.  Prescott School, Bancroft Castle, Williams Barn, Groton History Center.  Applications were scored at the last CPC meeting.  Prescott School saw its application amount reduced for lack of funding.  All applications were reduced from the initial amount during the application process as funds were not sufficient to fully fund all applications. 
4. Demo delay bylaw discussion.  Was submitted with a summary for the Spring 2025 Town Meeting Warrant.  The Chair cannot make Town Meeting, will be traveling.  J. Vollmar plans to attend and will cover the issues of the Bancroft Castle application and the Demo Delay Bylaw if needed.
5. Historical monuments/markers discussion.  There was discussion of cleaning the Prescott Monument.  A. Theall to re-engage the Groton Garden Club about improving the plantings around the monument to better feature it.  M. Danti discussed working up an inventory of monuments in need of cleaning.  
6. FY25 funded CPC project updates:
a. Bancroft Castle.  Project will be complete on receipt of final report, hopefully in by time of meeting.
b. Historical mile marker project.  Will be completed when the ground thaws.  Invoice was submitted.
7. Historical Plaque Program.  A. Theall and J. Vollmar need to attend a sign committee meeting.  Hopeful to get a revised bylaw together in time for fall town meeting.  There was discussion of an Eagle Scout project, plans to install historical markers at one of the foundations on Blood Rd. and on the Red Line trail.  J. Vollmar states we may need a new contact at MHC for filing new forms.
8. Digital storage project in cooperation with the Groton Public Library.  No update.
9. Topics not anticipated within 48 hours of the meeting.  There was a discussion of how to thank the Prescott House donors.  A. Theall suggested a framed photograph of the house.  Seemed well received.  There was a discussion of the talk J. Vollmar will give 4/6 at Lawrence Academy regarding Groton's role in the American Revolution.  
10. New business.  There is a need to determine a Vice Chair and ideally also a Clerk.  Deferred to next meeting.
