STORM WATER COLLECTION SYSTEM:

THE STORMWATER COLLECTION SYSTEM SERVING THIS SITE IS INTENDED 70 BOTH COLLECT
STORM WATER RUNOFF AND TO PROVIDE PARTIAL TREATMENT OF THE STORMWATER PRIOR TO
ITS RELEASE INTO THE RAIN GARDENS WHICH THEN EITHER RECHARGES INTO THE
GROUNDWATER OR FLOWS OVERLAND IN GRASS SWALES TO THE EXISTING WETLANDS. THIS
SYSTEM COLLECTS RUNOFF GENERATED FROM THE SITE THROUGH THE USE OF GRASS SWALES
AND RAIN GARDENS. WHEN THESE TWO BASIC CONTROL MECHANISMS ARE FUNCTIONING
PROPERLY THEY PROVIDE FOR A REDUCTION OF CONTAMINANTS AND DEBRIS ENTERING THE
STORMWATER COLLECTION AND RECHARGE SYSTEMS, AND THEREFORE DOWNSTREAM RECEIVING

SITE, AND IS THE OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITY SOLELY. THESE ACTIVITIES, AS DESCRIBED BELOW,
ARE 7O BE IMITIATED AFTER COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT AND ARE NOT RELATED 70 THE
CONSTRUCTION OF THE SITE, EXCEPT AS SPECIFICALLY PROVIDED. THIS PLAN IS SPECIFICALLY
FOR SITE-RELATED ACTIVITIES, NOT ACTIVTIES WHICH ARE INTERIOR TO BUILDINGS, THOUGH
THERE ARE NECESSARY IMPLICATIONS AND CORRELATIONS BETWEEN THE TWO.

MONITORING:

THE DRAINAGE SYSTEMS ARE REQUIRED TO BE MONITORED BY THE GROTON ELECIRIC LIGHT
DEPARTMENT (GELD) SUPERINTENDENT WHO SHALL DIRECT AN INDIVIDUAL TO ACT AS THE
SYSTEM'S MANAGER. THE NAME, ADDRESS AND DAY AND NIGHT (OR EMERGENCY) TELEPHONE
NUMBER OF THIS PERSON OR ENTITY SHALL BE PROVIDED TO THE GROTON EARTH REMOVAL
STORMWATER INSPECTOR, GROTON ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT AND THE GROTON
CONSERVATION COMMISSION PRIOR TO THE ISSUANCE OF A CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE FOR
THE CONSTRUCTION ON THE SITE.

THE SYSTEM'S MANAGER SHALL BE REQUIRED TO KEEP A LOG OF ALL REQUIRED INSPECTIONS,
OBSERVATIONS AND MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES. DRAINAGE SYSTEM COMPONENTS SHALL BE
REFERRED TO BY SPECIFIC LOCATION OR THE DESIGN PLAN DESIGNATION, (E.G. CTB # 10 )
TO AVOID CONFUSION OR MISIDENTIFICATION. THE LOGS/REPORTS SHALL BE KEPT AT GELD
AND SHALL BE MADE AVAILABLE TO THE GROTON EARTH REMOVAL STORMWATER INSPECTOR,

RECHARGED AND THAT THE RECHARGE CAPACITY IS MAINTAINED.

C. THE FLOOR DRAIN SYSTEM SHALL BE INSPECTED AND ALARMS TESTED UNLESS THE
